Blessed with unnsusl physicel strength snd with boundleas en-
ergy and ambition, these two men created both modsl farms and model homes. No$ omly
ware thelr children given butter Lhan average educetional adventages, but friends
and strangers alike were welcomed to their homes and helped in every possible man-
ner. They and their dewoted wives were intensely loyal to thelr entire relation-
ghip end ic all who cslled on thex and were especially loyal to their church- the
United Brethren Church to wmhich they belonged in Obie. Every College, Seminary,
‘;;}.gtinnary and cha-itoble institution was a beneficiary of thelr genercsity. The
Jaion Chapel was built in 1 on Shemb ground and stands in perfect repair te
dﬁ?pmle nearby, in liamg%fnl ﬂmﬁ 1lie the remains ef these highly ree-
pectable pioneers.
